E.1 place the wall profiles onto the enclosure
Position the enclosure onto the tray. Ideally the
enclosure should be positioned 20mm from the
edge of the tray as shown. Centralize the
enclosure onto the tray top rim and position
vertically plumb using a spirit level.

E.2  Mark the position for fixing the wall profile using
a pencil or a water soluble pen as shown.

E.3  Remove the enclosure then drill the holes to
the wall using 6mm drill bit as shown.

E.4  Insert the wall plugs into the wall holes. Then
Secure the wall profile using ST3.5 x 30 screw 
and Screw Cup B. Then put the Screw cap on 
to hide the screw head.

BOTTOM ROLLER

The top and bottom rollers  be MUST
placed in their correct positions i.e.
top and bottom, otherwise the door
will not function correctly and could
lead to excessive wear and tear.
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Skip the item 14 and 15
if your door is supplied
with cover strips.
